3 Biblical Values

1. Embrace the value of self-control.

Like a city whose walls are broken down is a man who lacks self-control. -
Proverbs 25:28

2. Embrace the value of sacrifice.
Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for
the joy set before Him endured the cross... - Hebrews 12:2

If you pay $217.93 per month on $14,517 at 18%, it will take 40 years to
pay off debt (totaling $104,606.40).

If you invest $14,517 at 12% for 40 years = $1,350,820.94.

If you invest $14,517 and add $217.93 per month at 12% over 40 years =
3,597,615.75

3. Embrace the value of planning.

Suppose one of you wants to build a tower. Won't you first sit down and
estimate the cost to see if you have enough money to complete it? - Luke
14:28

The plans of the diligent lead to profit as surely as haste leads to poverty. -
Proverbs 21:5

The first two baby steps:
1. Save $1000 for emergencies.
2. Do the Debt Snowball.

Payoff paying minimum payments = 120 months.
Debt snowball payoff = 21 months. (Difference of 99 months)
Additional $1110 invested at 8% for 99 months = $153,992.30.
