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HINDSIGHT 18-2

1. Are we available for encounters with God?

‘What if’ Moses had ignored the burning bush, and he missed God saying his name? More so, what if he
didn't respond to God with ‘Here | am’? Consider how greatly Moses' being available (responding) to God
impacted his own life and the lives of millions of Israelites enslaved in Egypt. Discuss the outcome.

2. Why would God choose us?

How did God respond to Moses’ question of “who am I....”? Why didn't God give Moses a direct answer,
and how would you have responded to Moses question? Why does God choose to use us in His plan to
save others; how has He used you?

3. Why would anyone listen to us?
In what way was Moses’ question of God's name valid (why did he need to know Gods’ name)? Discuss the
many names Jesus referred to Himself as that included 'l Am the ...... '

4. What if we don’t know what to say?

Why do we make excuses to God (and ourselves) when we don’t know how to share Him with others? When
we don't know what to say? If you had assurance that God “will help you speak and will teach you what to
say” who would talk to about Jesus?
