6 ways to set boundaries and build trust:

1 - Make a commitment to God’s standards.
How can a young person stay on the path of purity? By living according to
your word.    Psalm 119:9

2 - Magnify the consequences.
But a man who commits adultery has no sense; whoever does so destroys
himself.    Proverbs 6:32

3 - Maintain your marriage.
The husband should fulfill his marital duty to his wife, and likewise the wife
to her husband.    1 Corinthians 7:3

What does “marital duty” mean?
Do not deprive each other except perhaps by mutual consent and for a
time, so that you may devote yourselves to prayer. Then come together
again so that Satan will not tempt you because of your lack of self-control.
I say this as a concession, not as a command.    1 Corinthians 7:5-6

4 - Manage your mind.
Each person is tempted when they are dragged away by their own evil
desire and enticed. Then, after desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin;
and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death.    James 1:14-15

How affairs develop:
1st Accepting sinful thoughts in your mind.
2nd Emotional, nonphysical involvement
3rd Physical involvement
4th Rationalization of the affair

5 - Maintain proper relationships.
But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of
any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for God’s
holy people.    Ephesians 5:3

Would it be ok if my child was doing what I am doing?
Would it be ok if my child was the recipient of this type of behavior?

6 - Minimize the opportunity.

1 Corinthians 10:12
